WHAT IF MY CHILD HAS SEN?

If your child has SEN and is enrolled in a special school, you must obtain the
council's permission to home educate. However, you do not need permission if
your child attends a mainstream school, even if they have an Education, Health,
and Care Plan (EHCP).
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
