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When a child requires additional support that exceeds what a school, college, or
nursery can typically provide within their own budgets or staffing, they may need an
Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP).

An EHCP is a legally binding document that outlines a child or young person’s special
educational, health, and social care needs.

The allocated Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) Coordinator will
collate all the necessary information and advice required to complete the
assessment. This assessment process should be person-centred, meaning

that the local authority’s Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND)
service will ensure that the views, wishes, and feelings of the child or young
person and their family are included.




Sections of an EHCP
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Section A: The views, interests, and aspirations of the child
and their parents, or the young person.

Section B: The child or young person’s special educational

needs (SEN).
Section C: The healthcare needs related to their SEN.

Section D: The social care needs related to their SEN or a
disability.

Section E: The outcomes sought for the child or young person.

Section F: The special educational provisions required to meet

their SEN.

Section G: Any healthcare provisions reasonably required due
to the learning difficulties or disabilities resulting in the child
or young person having SEN.

Section H: Social care provisions required by social services
under the Chronically Sick and Disabled Persons Act 1970,

and/or reasonably required due to the learning difficulties or
disabilities resulting in the child or young person having SEN.

Section I: The name of the school or institution to be attended
by the child or young person, along with the type of institution.

Section J: Details of any direct payments that will be made.

Section K: Copies of all the advice and information obtained
as part of the EHCP needs assessment.
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
